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and listen to stories of how Moses and Aaron
finally got Pharaoh to let the Israelite slaves go.
Once the Israelites were free to escape from
Egypt, they had to quickly leave their homes
before their bread dough had time to rise. When
they baked their dough it turned out flat and
crunchy—ijust like the Matzah that our Chavaya
children have learned about, touched, and
tasted! Some of you even had an opportunity to
bake Matzah from scratch during the exciting
mobile Matzah bakery experience we held during
our Jewish Sunday Program. As Passover
approaches, we think more and more about what
it means to have once been slaves, what it feels
like to be free people, and how important it is to
remember and celebrate these events with our
communities of family and friends.

Fun Facts about Passover...

*The name Passover comes from the
tenth plague, where the Angel of Death
passed over the homes of the Israelites
leaving them unharmed.

*Since Passover, as all Jewish holidays, is
determined by the lunar calendar, there is
no fixed date for it in the English calendar.
*The Passover Holiday has many names
in Hebrew: Pesach — Passover, Chag
HaMatzot — the Festival of Matzah, Z’'man
Cheiruteinu — the Festival of Our
Freedom, and Chag HaAviv — the Spring
Festival.

*During the Passover holiday, observant
Jews will not eat any leavened bread or
chametz.

*The holiday of Passover lasts for eight
days.

*The Seder, or traditional Passover meal,
is.designed with songs, questions, and a
game of hiding the Matzah to hold the
attention of even very young children.
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
